2009 Rider Agreement

As a rider participant in the CHRI 2009 bike ride from Toronto to Ottawa, I, the undersigned, agree to:

1. Raise the required minimum by July 20th, 2009. The required minimum is $400 for the ride from Toronto to Ottawa.

2. Prepare for the event by doing appropriate training. Appropriate training includes regularly attending the scheduled training rides. Participation in a minimum of two training rides is required. 

4. Ride a bicycle, that is, a non-motorized vehicle with two wheels.

5. Ensure that any adornments on my bicycle do not extend beyond the rear wheel of the bicycle, nor are they wider than shoulder width, so as not to disrupt other riders. At all times, adornments must not obstruct ANY rider’s view.

6. Wear a CPSC, ANSI, Snell or ATSM approved helmet at all times while riding.

7. NOT to use earphones, radios or electronic devices while riding. Electronic devices include, but are not limited to, cell phones, Blackberry or other PDA devices,  MP3s or ipods.

8. Obey all traffic laws and rules of the road, which include, but are not limited to:

a) The Highway Traffic Act. Please note that bicycles are subject to this Act, and, as such, are prohibited from running red lights, coasting through stop signs or blocking turn lanes.

b) Always shoulder check and signal before steering and braking. Use hand signals and verbal signals to make other riders aware of your movements and obstacles in your path.

c) Ride near the curb and do not ride in the middle of the road. Ride in a straight predictable line only as far out as you need to avoid obstructions such as parked cars or sewer grates.

d) Ride in an orderly single line, particularly on streets with vehicle traffic.

9. NOT to be under the influence of illegal drugs or alcohol while riding.

10. Adhere to all morning departure rules during the event. These rules will be announced every morning by the co-Chairs. 

11. Attend a Bike Repair & Maintenance clinic.

12. Attend all information sessions to be scheduled in July, 2009.

13. Cooperate at all times with CHRI volunteers and local law enforcement.

14. NOT engage in disruptive behaviour at any time, particularly in the overnight accommodation locations. This includes verbal or physical disruptions, fighting or harassment.

In addition, I acknowledge that:

1. Should I suffer injury or illness during the event, CHRI Road Safety volunteers may have to call emergency services and I may be transported with my bicycle to the next campsite or nearest safe location.

2. Should injury or illness result in me not being able to complete the bike ride of my own volition, I may be sent home at the expense of the CHRI. Any decision in this regard will be made through consultation between me, the Co-Chairs of the CHRI.

3. Animals are not permitted at training rides, Pre-departure packing day, Departure Day or Arrival Day in Ottawa. 

Non-compliance with any of the above during the ride or at any CHRI events (e.g. training rides, seminars, socials, Packing Day) will be reviewed by the Co-Chairs and may result in disciplinary action. Disciplinary action can include, but is not limited to, not being allowed to participate entirely, being taken off the road and transported to the next campsite or not being permitted to complete the ride and being returned to Toronto. At all times, any disciplinary action will be discussed with the affected party and will be undertaken with the best interests of the CHRI and the individual in mind..
